SUBJECT: APPOINTMENT PROCESS FOR FILLING THE WARD 3 VACANCY

Council Member Middleton provided background on the item, thanked various political
action groups for their support as well as the City Attorney for her research on the item,
and expressed that he wanted to introduce a motion to rescind the 60-day timeline to fill
the Ward 3 vacancy and instead utilize the North Carolina General Statute160A-63.

Council Member Reece thanked Council Member Middleton for his comments and
provided general clarification that the appointment process for the Ward 3 vacancy would
still be moving forward; however, under a new timeframe. He suggested that a Work
Session meeting during the summer for further discussion on the matter. He also thanked
the City Attorney for her research on the item and the other council members for their
individual conversations.

City Attorney Rehberg advised that 2 motions would have been needed to move forward.
One motion to rescind the previous timeline and another motion to implement the use of
General Statute 160A-3.

Council Member Caballero noted that if council operated with the City Charter’s 60 day
timeline and had not made an appointment, then a special election would be triggered and
if council operated under the General Statute and had not made an appointment then filling
the vacancy would fall to the next regular election in November of 2021.

City Attorney Rehberg agreed with that assessment.

Council Member Middleton noted that if the Council wanted to move forward with an
election then that option could have been made available to them.
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Mayor Schewel expressed concern on having the Work Session too late in the summer to
discuss the matter and also stated that he was not in favor of the new proposal; however,
would be voting for the item in support of the consensus of the council.

MOTION, by Council Member Middleton, seconded by Council Member Freeman, to
rescind previous timeline for ward 3 vacancy under the city charter, was approved at 8:06
p.m. by the following vote: Ayes: Mayor Schewel, Mayor Pro Tempore Johnson and
Council Members Caballero, and Reece.
