Section 9.6 Street Trees  

The willow oaks lining the streets in Old West Durham, almost as much as its 
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When are street trees required?  

 

¶ Single-family homes and Duplexes do not require site plans, and do not need to 

comply with most  of the landscaping and buffering standards in UDO Article 9. 

The exception is for street trees . 

 

¶ To receive a Certificate of Compliance (commonly called a Certificate of 

Occupancy) for new construction, the ordinance requirements for street trees 

(see below) must be met.  

 

¶ Only applies to new or recent construction. Existing lots with houses built before 

June 1999 are exempt from the requirements, even if there is an addition to the 

structure.  

 

¶ Outside of historic districts, no permit is necessary to remove a street tree.  

 

What are the ordinance requirements for street trees?  

 

¶ Street trees must be retained or planted an average of every 40 feet of street 

frontage. (Note, the average lot is 50 feet, so approximately 1 per lot).  

 

¶ Street trees must be located within 30 feet of the right -of -way (with exceptions).  

 

¶ Separation of street trees should never exceed 100 feet.  

 

¶ New trees must be at least a 2 1/2 inch caliper.  

 

¶ Species must comply with standards in the Landscape Manual .
